3.1 LEFT OR RIGHT WEARING STYLE

The Jabra Evolve 40 can be worn on the left or
right by flipping the microphone to the other side
(270° limit).




3.2 ADJUST THE HEADBAND

Adjust the headband to find the most comfortable
fit.

3.3 POSITION THE MICROPHONE

It is recommended to position the microphone
close to your mouth (0.5 inches).




The microphone is bendable for personal
preference.

41 CONNECT TO PC (WITH CONTROLLER)

Fully plug the headset into the controller, and
connect the controller to a USB port on the PC.

The headset jack MUST be fully inserted into the
controller for the headset to work.

NOTE: When the headset is disconnected from the controller,
any active call will be put on hold. To resume the call, reconnect
the headset to the controller and manually resume the call on
the PC (softphone).
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4.2 CONNECT TO MOBILE DEVICE
